Natural Lawn Care Tips

Mow high: raise mower blades to 2 inches

Mowing higher grows deeper, healthier roots so the lawn
looks healthy and green. Mow once a week (remove only
1/3 of grass height) for a healthier lawn.

Use a mulching mower. Leave grass clippings on
lawn whenever possible

Mulching mowers chop grass clippings and blow them
down to the soil. For regular mowers, leave the bag off.
Clippings left on the lawn break down into natural
fertilizer and make lawns healthier. Mulch mowing saves
you time removing clippings, and reduces fertilizer needs
by 25-50%.

Fertilize lawns in fall, or late spring when growth
slows

Fall (September-October) is the best time to fertilize, to
build healthy roots during fall and winter growth.

© Don’t over-fertilize — it causes disease, thatch
buildup, and excessive growth of grass.

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Use “natural organic” or “slow-release” fertilizers

Natural organic or slow-release synthetic fertilizers feed
lawns more slowly and don’t wash off easily, for healthier
lawns and waterways.

© Don’t use common “quick-release” fertilizers. They
dissolve too fast, and run off, polluting our streams and

Hand-pull or dig weeds. If necessary, spot-spray
problem weeds.

Accept some weeds in lawns — only target weeds that
spread. Hand pull weeds and roots before they flower.

© Don’t use “Weed & Feed”. Weed-killers harm people
and pets, and wash off easily, harming birds and fish. If
you must spray, use the correct product and only spot-
spray problem weeds.
