Annual inflation in construction costs has been substantially higher than anticipated when the Fire Facilities and 
Emergency Response Levy was planned in 2002.  Expected construction costs have also risen because of estimating 
errors, the cost of building and renovating fire stations to a LEED Silver standard, and more stringent building codes.
