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As encouraged by the ISRD Board at 
the December 10, 2024 to make full 
use of the height of the panels, Wing 
Luke Museum is submitting an updated 
sketch and color palette to the 
previously approved request for the 
mural honoring Sam Green. 

The opportunity to use the entire 
length of the panels presented some 
challenges. The family needed time to 
process the change and also hoped to 
update the image. After a few rounds 
back and forth between the family and 
the artist, this updated image is one 
that all family members feel is the most 
accurate portrayal of their loved one. 
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The entire panel is 41.5” wide by approximately 212” tall.

DescripƟon of Proposed Work 
Wing Luke Museum is proposing a small mural to honor the memory of Samuel (Sam) Green, who was 
killed outside the museum staff entrance. Museum staff have been working with the family and arƟst to 
create an artwork that we hope will honor Sam’s life and bring healing to the space. 

No demoliƟon required. No removal of exisƟng features needed. 

Site LocaƟon & Photos 
The mural will be on the Wing Luke Museum building, 719 South King Street. The nearest intersecƟon is 
South King Street and 8th Avenue. The mural will be painted on the blank wooden panel between the 
building’s staff entrance and loading dock garage door.
