Due to its prominent location in the center of the gathering area of the park and being highly visible from Cherry
Street, the new comfort station is a signifant structure in the GSB campus. It is important that it be welcoming, fit in
visually with the rest of the campus and project an image of quality and care.

Materials: We are proposing a combination of brick and colored metal panels as the main exterior materials. Brick
will allow the building to read as part of the campus and is a high quality material that conveys care and pride in the
structure. The painted panels will allow for custom art and wayfinding.

Roof Form: The arched shape of the roof references the curved shapes of the modern civic buildings on site,

including The Garfield Community Center and the Quincy Jones Theater and creates a strong visual presence to help
with site identification and wayfinding.
