2.03 SELECTION OF CHAIR. The Chair shall be elected from among the Commissioners by 
majority vote for a one- year term. If the Chair is unable to serve, the Commission shall elect a 
new Chair from its members. 
 
2.04 DUTIES OF THE CHAIR - The Chair: 
a. Shall preside over Commission meetings. 
b. Shall rule on matters of parliamentary procedure. 
c. Shall act as hiring authority and primary supervisor for the Executive Director. 
d. May sign correspondence on behalf of the Commission. 
 
2.05 ACTIONS OF THE CHAIR 
The Chair’s actions are subject to review and modification by a majority vote of the full 
Commission. They may be removed from the Chair position by a majority vote of the 
Commissioners. 
 
2.06 DELEGATION OF CHAIR’S DUTIES 
In the absence of the Chair, the Chair’s authority shall be delegated to another member of the 
Commission. 
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
