PROJECT SUMMARY

Project Title: Smith Cove Park Development

Address: 8341 14th Ave NW 98117

Total Project Budget: $ 6.5 million; $6 million from Seattle Park District; $500,00 in grants
Construction Budget: $3.9 million

Design: 2016-1017

Construction: 2018 — early 2019

Completion: spring 2019

At this meeting, David Graves and design team from Gustafson Guthrie Nichol outlined the budget
constraints and the proposal to move this project forward by phasing the development. We
provided information about the proposed design and the $6.5 million project budget, which includes
two grants of $250,000 each from King County and from the Washington State Recreation and
Conservation Office. The phased approach will develop the west parcel/playfield side of the
property first with the existing project budget; SPR is working to secure additional funding to build
out the east parcel/shoreline side of the park. The west side will include the dog park and volleyball
courts plus field renovation and lawn areas and trails for passive recreation. A new stair down to the
water on the east side of the park is also included in this first phase of work. We met with many of
the stakeholder groups prior to the meeting to explain the rationale for the phasing decision and
listen to their concerns. Additionally, we did extensive outreach for the meeting with all our
community partners.
