* Adopted budget — The total budget authority that is approved in the annual budget ordinance, by City
Councll

» Revisions — Budget actions to adjust the adopted budget which occur throughout the year to: recognize
grants, new revenues, augment or reduce appropriation authority, and make changes to
capital projects.

o Carryforward — The budget authority for grants and capital projects that did not lapse at the end
of each budget year. This budget authority continues into the next budget year and is added to the
adopted budget amount

o Abandonments — Budget authority that is reallocated to a future budget year

* Revised budget — The adopted budget plus any revisions (carryforward amounts, transfers, increases or

decreases) that occur throughout the budget year

 Committed - Funding that has been allocated to specific projects

* Obligated - Funds that are allocated (from the committed project budget) to pay for labor, consulting,
public works contracts or any other activity that will require authority to advance a project

* Unobligated - Funds that are unallocated from the committed project budget
* Spent - Funds that have been liquidated and paid out

* Unspent - Any funds that have not yet been spent
