When construction is set to begin, “no parking” signs will
be placed along this street in certain locations. Please
move your vehicles during the “no parking” timeframes,
otherwise it will be towed.
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Overview

This route has been identified as a Neighborhood
Greenway. These streets will provide a safer,
calmer route to the places people want to
go in the neighborhood and connect to the
growing network of Neighborhood Greenways,
trails and protected bike lanes in Seattle. This
Neighborhood Greenway has been planned
in coordination with the Safe Routes to School
Program and will provide a safer, more
comfortable route for people walking and biking
to Cedar Park Elementary.
