The John and Thomas Corridor Crossing Improvements
project increases the visibility of people walking and
biking at intersections without traffic signals, improving
safety along this busy street served by King County
Metro bus routes 8 and 10 and Sound Transit’s Capitol
Hill light rail station. This project was selected by

the Levy to Move Seattle Oversight Committee in

2016 for funding through the Seattle Department of
Transportation's (SDOT) Neighborhood Street Fund
(NSF) program. The NSF program funds projects
requested by the community.

m New bus bulbs at some existing transit stops
m New and improved ADA accessible curb ramps

m New pedestrian crossing beacons at E John St and
10th Ave E

m Shortened crossing distances at intersections
