PROJECT BACKGROUND

Crossing improvements for people walking, biking,

and driving are coming to NE 70th St between 6th Ave
NE and 12th Ave NE. Improvements between 6th Ave
NE and 8th Ave NE were requested by the community
as part of the City’'s Neighborhood Street Fund (NSF).
These include new all-way stops at the intersections

of NE 70th St at 8th Ave NE and 6th Ave NE, new
crosswalks, a walkway, and protected bike lanes in both
directions. We're also consolidating parking and adding
a protected bike lane on the south side of NE 70th St
between 8th Ave NE and 12th Ave NE.

m A painted walkway on the north side of the
I-5 overpass

and 12th Ave NE

m Neighborhood greenway connection, speed humps
between 12th Ave NE and 15th Ave NE
