PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Wedgwood Elementary parents started this project
to improve the walking and biking route to school,
and to educate and encourage kids to walk and bike
safely. We completed Phase 1 in fall 2015 and
expect to start Phase 2 construction this winter.
We’ll have more information about the construction
schedule and impacts in the coming months.

PROJECT ELEMENTS

e New sidewalks and planting strips on the north
side of NE 83rd St between Ravenna Ave NE
and 28th Ave NE

e New sidewalks and planting strips along the
west side of 28th Ave NE between NE 83rd St
and NE 82nd St

e Sidewalk repair on the west side of Ravenna
Ave NE near NE 83rd St

e New curb ramps and marked crosswalks

BENEFITS

e Improves safety on the walking and biking
route to school

e Connects Wedgwood Elementary to the existing
sidewalk network south of the school

e Provides safety education so kids have the skills
they need to safely walk and bike to school

e Encourages more kids to walk and bike to
school, which will reduce congestion at and
around the school

SCHEDULE AND FUNDING
Phase 2 construction is expected to begin in late 2016

or early 2017. We completed Phase 1 construction in
fall 2015.

Seattle, approved by voters in 2015. Learn more
about the levy at www.seattle.gov/LevytoMoveSeattle.
